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July Meeting Minutes

President Lee Boergadine called the July 8, 2008
meeting to order at 6:37 PM. Lee announced the
presence of a quorum. Board members present were:
Cheryl Bolland, Kappie Swanson, Cindy Miller, Al Kent
and Marlene Deck. Gary Bannister, Tom Stefancic and
Jennifer Weaver were not in attendance. Also present
was Connie Schultz, PCA Property Manager, Theresa
Brick from PSI and two residents.

A motion was made, seconded and carried to approve
the minutes from the June 10, 2008 meeting with the
following corrections: Page 2 — Column 2 addition: CT
services charges $44.00 per hour to do the watering;
Page 3 — Column 2: line 3 should be 23 days not 230;
Page 3 — Column 2 Landscaping: shade garden
created on the EAST side of the clubhouse; Page 4 —
Column 2 heading should read Lake Blackberry.

COMMUNITY COMMENTS - Cindy Bock asked for an
update on the mailbox situation for Heather Ridge. A
discussion took place regarding the mailboxes and
signage and a decision will be made once the
engineering survey results are received. Marge Roe
was also present.

MANAGEMENT REPORT — Connie reported the
following: Financials for June have not been
finalized. It will be forwarded to Gary for his review
when it is completed.

The delinquency report will be given to Gary for his
review. We are still in litigation with one account,
which is in excess of $12,000. The motion for
summary judgement has been rescheduled to July
29, 2008. Delinquency letters have been sent to
residents by Management.

Old Business — Fencing will be installed at the
auxiliary parking lot on North Buckingham and
Winthrop New Road. The area has been surveyed

but not staked as there is a discrepancy that is
being looked into.

Landscaping: Intergrated Lakes Management has
been working on Lake Prestbury to remove the
thistles. Al is scheduling weed removal on most
cul-de-sacs and common areas where the
landscapers have not removed the weeds. CT
Services has been spraying and pulling weeds on
the boat pads. New picnic tables will be ordered
and placed on the Cedar Gate boat pad. A resident
has requested that the old picnic table be left until
the new one arrives. CT Services has installed the
two 65 gallon water tanks on the small trailer. The
tank is operable and being used in many of the
signage areas.

Pool Vandalism: The new gazebo has been
installed in the northwest corner of the pool
replacing the gazebo that was damaged by kids
hanging on the framework.

Interior Construction — PCA Building:
Management has met with Ross Fitzpatrick of All-
Pro Construction and Kappie Swanson to do a final
punch list of the PCA Offices. Minimal items were
noted. Ross met with his superintendent on July 2,
2008 to review the punch list items and to review
with Kappie and the contractor the work to be bid
on for the Cheshire Club. A motion was made and
seconded and unamiously agreed upon - KAPPIE
and your committee did an OUTSTANDING JOB
on the remodel of the Office — Congratulations on a
job WELL DONE!!

Cleaning Service: Management has contaced
several janitorial companies to discuss the cleaning
of the Cheshire Club and PCA Office. Jani-King
and Service Master have been contacted and will
meet with Nicki to inspect the areas to be cleaned.
Management is not trying to eliminate Darla’s



Cleaning Services, we are trying to make sure that
the prices are all competitive and all the services
required can be done. Management would like to
have “Window Cleaning” incorporated into the
janitorial contract which would include the doors
and windows after a party as well as the front and
rear doors into the PCA Office Building. Darla has
submitted her new pricing for the PCA building.
The increase is minimal as it has been 4 years
since the last increase! (PCA Office Building
increase from $40 to $50 and in 2009 $80 to $85
for the Clubhouse).

Security: Management has forwarded the Kane
County Sheriff's report to Marlene Deck for her
report. Management will be meeting with Allied
Barton’s new operations manager this week to
discuss Prestbury. Connie also requested he
inform the security guards to watch the lighting in
the common area behind the PCA building.

PCA Office Manager Report - Nicki is back in her
office with her new furniture and everything is
wonderful — Thank You!! Copier has been cleaned
and now up and running. Pool pass photos had a
great turn out. Letters to homeowners with homes
for sale went out explaining information regarding
open house signs. Wire Wizard has reset the
alarm system for the PCA office door. The check
has been received from State Farm for the guard
rail replacement due to the accident on Golfview
Rd. Most of the boats hae been registered for this
year — 12 are still outstanding and Nicki will contact
the owners! Residents who need to park their
trailers overnight have called the office for
permission.

TREASURER’S REPORT — Gary provided the board
members with working sheets for the 2009 budget
process.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Architectural Standards — Cyndi Miller reported that 2
applications have been received.

Clubhouse & Office Building — The remodeling of
the Office building is now complete! The project
was completed early and UNDER budget!! Kudos
to Kappie and her committee! A doorbell has been
installed at the door nearest the Clubhouse so Nicki
will know when someone comes in the “back door”
and the committee has decided to frame photos of
the community and hang them in the PCA Office
Building. Some projects that MIGHT be done this
year are: Replacing the carpeting in the Cheshire
clubhouse, adding a second & separate control for
the overhead fans in the clubhouse (they ARE a
wonderful improvement!) replace the signage on

the Office building, repair locks on the patio doors
of the clubhouse , add insulation to the Clubhouse.
ENJOY the new space in the office building!

Maintenance — Al reported the following:

Landscaping: Merrill New Road Park: Strang,
Inc. was the successful bidder for the restoration
and revitalization of the Merrill New Road Park. The
plan has been sent back to Martin Design to
incorporate the changes recommended by the
Executive Committee. When complete, the plan
will go back to Strang. Installation of the brick
paver walkway, grading and seeding of the lawn
areas and application of an erosion blanket will take
place this summer. Trees and shrubs will be added
in the fall to take advantage of the fall rains.
Ground Pros Inc.: Trimming of the bushes has
been delayed due to the cool spring. It has begun
and should be completed within the next 2 weeks.

Lakes: Lake Prestbury: Integrated Lake Mgmt,
Inc. is cutting the thistles in bloom, removing the
debris and applying herbicide to the remaining
stems. Plans will be developed for the removal of
the cattails later in the season.

Lake Blackberry: CT Services was hired to spray
the thistles on the shoreline and weeds in the
common area pathway behind Swanbrooke.

Animal Control: Spraying for mosquitoes has
been increased from once a week to twice a week
—on Tuesday and Friday.

Tennis, Streets and Street Lights — Al reported
on the letter from Heather Ridge. After all the
information that Al researched was presented, it
was decided that we would not pursue parking on
their street. We would do our own parking lot, re-
design the area for 10 parking spaces (includes 1
handicap) and the walkway would be redefined. A
motion was made by Kappie and seconded to
accept the recommendations of the Executive
Committee to revise the plans for the tennis courts
and parking area and allocate $20,000 for the
project. Motion carried. Street Lights: 30 or 32
lights are to be done this year. Utility Dynamics
Corp. was the low bidder for the lights. A motion
was made by Cindy and seconded to accept the bid
from Utility Dynamics Corp. Motion carried.

Pool and Safety — Marlene reported the following:
Pool: As of 7-2-08, 400+ ID cards have been
issued to Prestbury households (that's 1,000
cards!) Marlene feels we are short on chairs for the
pool so she will check her budget to see if she can
squeak out additional lounge chairs this year. The
pool heater has been repaired. A proposal from



Paul Buddy Plumbing has been accepted and
signed to replace a valve at the pool that failed an
inspection and the replacement will bring it up to
code. Marlene has spoken to Dave from
Chicagoland Pool regarding an incident that
occurred at the pool. Al Kent is ordering a new
bulletin board to be placed at the entrance to the
pool. This will be a great addition!

Security: It has been reported that motorized
“kiddie” mini bikes and golf carts have been seen
on the streets of Prestbury. This is NOT LEGAL
and more importantly, UNSAFE! Residents are
encouraged to call 911 and report any incidents of
these vehicles on the streets of Prestbury. Marlene
will be following up with our security company ADS
regarding the cameras and their resolution.
Landscape lighting in the area of Lake Prestbury
has been tampered with. Additional security has
been requested for this area. Neighborhood Watch
continues to be active and does a great job when
called upon. No major incidents have been
reported but they are aware of observations made
by residents and monitor each one as they occur.

Youth — Jennifer reported: The fishing derby was
a great day! 10 fishermen participated and caught
a combined 25 fish! Sizes caught: 3 ¥z inches up
to 19 % inches. A special thanks to the Fishing
Club for coming out and lending their expertise on
the different kinds of fish, taking them off the hooks
and measuring them! The 4™ of July Parade was a
huge success! 100 Hot Dogs were cooked, served
and eaten — sorry if you did not get one! The bikes
and wagons were all decked out in American style
and the Sugar Grove Fire Department brought out
their trucks and the Sheriff brought out a car as
well. A BIG thanks to Marlene & Rich Deck, Cheryl
& John Bolland and Mr. Weaver for their help.
